AUSTRALIAN AIR SPORTS ACHIEVEMENT MEDAL
Introduction

This award is available to be presented annually by the Air Sports Australia Confederation (ASAC) and is to recognise an exceptional air sport achievement, either nationally or internationally and either in competition or in record setting.  

Criteria

This is to be awarded to an Australian person who has had a significant achievement in air sports.  The achievement should be of sufficient merit that it would be recognised by different air sport disciplines as something beyond what might normally be expected.  This may be through a single exceptionally outstanding sporting achievement or through outstanding performance across a number of events, competitions or records.   Exceptionally it may be awarded for achievements outside this strict definition.

Frequency

One award is available per calendar year and decided at the Mid Year ASAC Board Meeting.  If there is no nomination of sufficient merit the Board may elect not to make a presentation.
Nominations

Nominations may be made by any organisation or person but shall be made through an Active Member of ASAC or the ASAC Executive.  Two months before the date the Mid Year ASAC Board Meeting the ASAC Executive Officer will send out a request for nominations to Active Members of ASAC and the ASAC Executive.  These shall be submitted to the ASAC Executive Officer no later than three weeks prior to the date of the Meeting.  Nominations shall include a full statement of the background, achievements, and contribution of the nominee and in sufficient detail sufficient to enable anyone not familiar with their activities to make a valid assessment. 

Consideration

All nominations shall be considered on a confidential basis at the Mid Year ASAC Board Meeting. Voting will be conducted on the basis of one vote per active member.  In the event of there being more than two nominations the first vote will result in the lowest candidate being eliminated until only one candidate remains.  The final candidate must receive a vote in favour by a majority of the active members.

Presentation

The Award will be presented on a major Aviation or Sports Aviation Function that will recognise the status of the recipient and give prominence to both the Award and to ASAC.
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
